The ples, that prohibition fails to pro-
hibit would be quite valld if it could
be shown that any license system suc-
ceeds better' in regulating the liquor
traffic. Police administrations . fall
down in the attempt to restrict illiclt
sellilng of liquors in any eommaunity
where the traffic is licensed. Prohibi-
tion does throw the business into dis-
repute. It clears the main thorough-
tares of the saloons, and removes them
from the sight of the young, who are
taught that the business is outlawed
and disreputable, ‘The drunkards for
which' it is incidentally responsible die
off rapldly, for they are tempted to
drink the worst and most powerful
decoctions. Prohibition may kill the
poor and miserable tipplers, but .it
tends to preserve the middle classes.
Peorhaps the interest of the middle
classes of Maine will prevail In the
coming election.
